Some of the Proposed 2012 Budget Cuts Include:

Community Partnership & Investment Program
· Reduction of $4.6 million to partnerships and investments that support the work of community organizations who help with community needs and serve the most vulnerable

Children’s Service
· Eliminate 3 municipal Child Care Centres
· Increase child care fees by upwards of 10% for nonsubsidized parents
· Cut 14,000 children and youth from 58 student nutrition programs that help provide meals a snacks to students who learn instead of hunger

Employment & Social Services
· Cut approx 100 front-line workers and many more part-time workers who help with cases
· Cut the Hardship Fund which helps with costs for items like medical devices for vulnerable people not covered by other services
· Cut Christmas Bureau which has been operating since 1956 and coordinates the distribution of gifts and donations to thousands of children

Homeless Shelters and Supportive Housing
· Close 3 shelters
· $81.4 million reduction in Social Housing Renovation and Retrofit Program

Libraries
· 19,444 fewer library hours city-wide affecting mostly seniors and youth
· fewer first print books and copies of materials

Parks, Forestry & Recreation
· Close 5 Wading Pools including Fred Hamilton
· Close 2 outdoor pools including Stanley Park
· Cut hours to 10 ice rink arenas including Lambton Arena
· Priority Recreation Centres (including Regent Park North and South, John Innes, Wellesley, Scadding Court, Harrison Pool) implement fees for children and youth (welcome Welcome Policy not improved to accommodate overflow)
· Cut Recreational Programming at shared use schools
· Cut swimming pool access at shared use schools
· Fees up 10%

Tenant Rights
· $100,000 cut from the Tenant Defense Fund which educates tenants about their rights, and offers legal grants to tenants who want to challenge above-guideline rent increases in court

TCHC Housing
· Decrease number# of affordable housing units being repaired, renovated or modified from 1034 in 2011 to 400 in 2014
· Reduce residual funding to TCHC by $6 million

Waste collection
· Cut free waste collection for charities, places of worship and other non-profit or community groups

TTC
· Service cuts to 68 routes will see 204,000 fewer buses and streetcar trips in 2012.
· Regress to 2004 service levels, pack more people onto fewer vehicles
· Cut Wheel Trans program that assists dialysis patients

EMS Paramedics
· Defer hiring 36 fewer paramedics 

Police
· Defer hiring 236 fewer police officers 

Fire
· Defer hiring 68 fewer firefighters 

Snow and roads
· $1 million in cuts to snow clearing
· 4.2 million in cuts to street cleaning
· Outsource snow clearing for elderly

Public Service Worker
· Reduction of (2,338.5) workers
